Lighting makes up nearly a quarter of all City of Franklin GHG emissions.

Every traffic signal has been converted to LED lighting which has resulted in low energy
usage and a minimal operating cost.

Athletic Field lighting at Jim Warren Park is currently being upgraded to more efficient
technology which will further reduce usage and associated costs.

Replacing existing street lights with LED, induction, or other efficient lighting will further
decrease operating and maintenance costs as well as GHG emissions.
